Multimedia

Multimedia files can be loaded and are played from the multimedia library. The moderator will load, start and stop
sharing the multimedia files.

Using the Multimedia Library
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1. Open the library by clicking the Multimedia button or select Window> Multimedia Library.

2. Click ‘ ‘3

button to load a multimedia file.

3. Select the multimedia file. Supported formats are Flash, MPEG, QuickTime, MPEG4, WMV and
MP3.

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5. Multimedia content is then downloaded to each participant’s computer for playback. This
process happens automatically and the rate that the content is sent to the participants will vary
depending on their connection speed. Each section of the Progress indicator represents a
participant in the session. The first section represents the moderator. When all sections are
green, the Moderator can begin playing the file.
